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The COVID-19 pandemic forced significant change on the AFL 

competition in 2020, and the impact will continue to be felt 

throughout the industry for future seasons. Some of the more 

notable changes ahead of 2021 include: 

Clubs are now permitted a maximum of 44 players (the Brisbane 

Lions had 47 in 2020) and a minimum of 37 players on their list. 

To reach the maximum 44 players, clubs can carry between 36-38 

senior listed players and 4-6 rookies (includes both Category A and B 

rookies).  

The football department ‘soft cap’ (the maximum total spending on 

football operations before being taxed by the AFL) has been slashed 

by more than 30% - from $9.4 million in 2020 to just over $6 million 

next season. This has forced all clubs, including the Lions, to farewell 

valuable staff to accommodate these new parameters.    

The AFL has released Round 1-6 of the 2021 fixture - with the dates 

and times of the remaining blocks of matches to be determined once 

the season commences.  

The rolling fixture is designed to provide the competition with some 

flexibility should another COVID breakout occur in 2021.  
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Clubs will be restricted to 75 interchanges per match - down from 

the 90 allowed in 2020.  

50m penalties will be imposed on players who move outside a one 

metre “level of tolerance” laterally off the mark before ‘play on’ has 

been called.  

Players returning the ball into play after an opposition kicks a behind 

will be given a 15-metre space (an increase of 5 metres) between 

them and the opponent standing the mark.  

The new rules have been designed to try and “open up congestion” 

and “put a bit of fatigue back into the system”.
